-wheel alignment to be checked and adjusted as required after any
suspension work.

-All fasteners must be tensioned to manufacturer’s torque settings.

Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original rear bush from the front arm and remove the
original bush from the bracket.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bracket and file off any sharp
edges. Front Arm
3. Remove any paint from the surface of the contact point between the
arm and the bush, to prevent the bush from moving.

4. Roughen the surface with an abrasive cloth for increased adhesion.

5. Push larger polyurethane part B into the bracket with the larger
diameter facing the front of the car and the arm with the offset hole
towards the mounting bracket holes, towards the outside of the car for
maximum caster offset.
